LONG RANGE PLANS

Based on prior surveys and planning sessions, the WWYC Board is using the following as a guideline for the
capital budgeting process. Note: Since our last planning round, the breakwater, the pump-out facility, the ma-
jor electrical upgrades and the boathouse connection integrity projects have been completed.

* RV Area Electrical Upgrade
Note: Current wiring is not only inadequate, it is dangerous. Some funds are expected for this project
through the sale of the Ridder sailboat.

* Breakwater Maintenance (budgeted)
Note: The capital budget includes consideration for annual maintenance.

* Breakwater Enhancement
Note: Our engineers have proposed the installation of additional baffles either between or below the ex-
isting sections of the breakwater.

* Windbreak Replanting
